PUBLIC WORKS / ENGINEERING UPDATE:

Traffic Signals at Menifee/Holland and Menifee/Camino Cristal are under construction and the poles
have been erected. SCE is behind their original schedule due to priorities caused by recent fires and
we are awaiting their schedule for completion of their work before the signal can be energized.

Traffic Signal at Murrieta/Scott is under construction as well as remedial grading and site
improvements.

Traffic Signals at Murrieta/Craig and Murrieta/Garbani are under construction with completion date
TBD due to public utility schedules for relocation of utilities.

Traffic Signal at McCall/Antelope is under construction with completion scheduled in October.
Traffic Signal at McCall/Encanto modification completion in Nov.

Traffic Signal Interconnect and TMC Project is under construction. East side of city radio installation
has been completed and west side is under construction. TMC at City Hall is being installed in

Oct/Nov.

Traffic Signal Design and associated street improvements are underway for traffic signals at
Murrieta/Rouse, Murrieta/Sun City, Menifee/La Piedra and Menifee/Garbani.

McCall has been paved and restriped with bike lanes/buffers between Briggs and Menifee.
Construction of ¥ miles of sidewalk on south side of Scott between Bellamy and Menifee and on
west side of Menifee between Scott and south city limits will be awarded on Oct. 7 at City Council
with construction beginning in Nov/Dec.

Phase 2 construction of Adams Street sidewalk and traffic calming bid opening is on October 14.
Salt Creek Trail is under construction and much has been completed. This project has constructed
a bike/pedestrian trail along the north side of Salt Creek and will also include bike/pedestrian traffic
signals at crossings of Bradley, Murrieta, and Normandy. Completion of traffic signals are expected

when all equipment has arrived.

Murrieta Road between McCall and Salt Creek will be repaved using 4” cold recycle in place with 2’
new asphalt and restriped with bike lanes and turn lanes and will begin construction on Oct. 26.

Hillpoint community resurfacing of streets will be under construction in Oct. 7

RFP for Pavement Management Program report update is underway.

Active Transportation Plan Draft Report has been reviewed by city staff and comments are back to
consultant to finalize report. Will go to Parks and Trails on Oct. 8, Planning Commission on Oct. 28,

and City Council on Nov. 18.

Traffic Signal Control Box Paint/Art Project for traffic signal at Haun/Professional Ctr is being
planned.
